Whilewearestill
calculating,itispossiblethat

for 2007 wewill havesomeof the
most significant crimedeclinesinthe
entirecountry for any magjor city.
Thegoodnewsforecastingalso
includesour effortsat reducinggang
crime. By identifyingandtargeting
elevenof themost dangerousand
activegangs, wehavebeenableto
decreasetheir overall crimeby 11%so
farin2007, whileincreasingthe
number of arrestsof thosegangs
membersby 20%. Several of our
other ganginitiativeshavebeensuc-
cessful aswell, includingthetopten
most wanted gang memberslist, the
increasedinvolvement of patrol officers
inganginjunctionenforcement, gang
awarenesstrainingfor communities,
andthecreation of the South Bureau
Crimina HomicideGroup. Combined,
theseeffortshavehel pedtoreduce
overal gangcrimesatthetimeof this
writingby 4.5%. Again, al of these
statisticswill beupdatedwhenwehave
finishedtheend of year eval uations, but
theseresultsmeanthat wearecontinu-
ingtoexpand our anti-gangtacticsand
strategieswithincreas ngeffectiveness.
Thereismorework tobedonethis
new year but wehaveshownthat when
wefocustheeffortsof theentirelaw
enforcement community andwork with
our city residents, wecananddo
reducegangviolence.
Asencouragingasthesetrendsl ook,
thereareacoupleof indicatorsthat are
of concernand | want to addressthem
hereat thebeginning of theyear so
they will besquarely oneverybody’s
radar. First, burglary/theftfrom
vehiclesisupcitywide, and hasbeen
for quitesometime.

Thehumble
beginningsof afully authorizedand
paid City policeforcecameabout on
January 4, 1869, withtheissuanceof
paycheckstothoseapproved by the
Common Council of theCity of Los
Angeles.

Theseweredtill theearly daysof
LosAngeles. Therewerenouniforms
todistinguishtheearliest officersfrom
theremainder of thecity’ shorseriding
residents. Officers’ badges, eight
pointedsilver stars, wereaffixedto
topcoats, vestsor shirtsof flannel.
Neither wasthereuniformity inhand-
gunsor handcuffs. Noprocedural
manual sexisted. Bawdy housesand

liquor establishmentsweretherootsof
crimeontheunpavedstreets. Thiswas
asix-guncity now policed by asix-
manforce. A forcethat appearsto
havebeenofficialy bornonJanuary 4,
1869.

Whilethehistorical society doesn't
know of any hooplaassociatedwith
thisdate, wearelooking at someother
sgnificant dates, andsignificantven-
turesfor thisyear. JamesEllroy, the
award-winningcrimenovelist,and
great friend of thehistorical society has
volunteered histimeandtalentfor an
eveningbenefit. Wearecurrentlyin
theplanning stages, and hopetobe
spendingagreat eveningwith Jamesin
thefirst quarter of 2008. OnMay
18", thehistorical society will partici-
pateintheannual Museumsof the
ArroyoDay. Thiswasahighly suc-
cessful venturefor themuseumlast
year, andweanticipatethesamefor
thecomingyear. Come September,
thehistorical society will hostthe
annual Jack Webb awards, at the
SheratonUniversal. Aroundthesame
time, thesociety will roll out anexhibit
tocommemoratethe100year anniver-
sary of thelossof Captain Walter
Auble.
