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enforcing trespass violations. This allows us to keep both vacant and working properties free
from vandals, burglars and thieves. If you are a property owner or manager, please post LAMC
No Trespassing Signs and be sure to sign a Trespass authorization letter at Rampart Station.

We are continually deploying
resources, including Senior Lead Officers and the Bicycle Unit, to deal with the illegal vending
issues.

We have seen a large increase in the number of Burglary from Motor vehicles throughout my
area. It is important to make sure you lock your vehicles and hide any property which may be in
view of people walking by. Some of the areas that have seen an increase in Burglary from Motor
Vehicles include 7" St and Alvarado and Beverly and Burlington.

We have had an increase in the number of robberies occurring in the last couple of months. The
robberies seem to be mostly occurring in the area of 7" St between Burlington and Alvarado and
on Alvarado between 7" St and Wilshire BI.
