Whenever possible, a translator will
be provided.

Members of the public may also address the Board on any matter within the subject matter jurisdiction of the
Board.  The Board will entertain such comments during the Public Comment Period.  If a member of the
public has not previously addressed the Board during the meeting on another item of business, public
comment will be limited to three (3) minutes per individual.  If a member has already spoken to items on the
printed agenda, public comment will be limited to two (2) minutes per individual, unless the President of the
Board waives this limitation.

(NOTE:  Pursuant to Government Code Section 54954.3(b) the legislative body of a local agency may adopt
reasonable regulations, including, but not limited to, regulations limiting the total amount of time allocated
for public testimony on particular issues and for each individual speaker.)

Members of the public who wish to address the Board are urged to complete a Speaker Card and submit it to
the Board Secretary prior to commencement of the public meeting.  The cards are available at the public
counter, Room 150, Parker Center.  However, should a member of the public feel the need to address a matter
while the meeting is in progress, a card may be obtained from the Sergeant-At-Arms, who will submit the
completed form to the Board Secretary prior to final consideration of the matter.

Sign language interpreters, assistive listening devices, or other auxiliary aids and/or services may be provided
upon request.  To ensure availability, you are advised to make your request at least 72-hours prior to the
meeting you wish to attend.
